Overview:
For a cohort of patients with initially abnormal lab walues, this analytic identifies the proportion
achieving acceptable laboratory ocutcome.

Method:

Criteria are set in the "Criteria Entry" screen to define:

& Cohort to be enrolled (enrollment labk test range, dates, age, =ex)
s Cutcome definitions for success and failure (target range), and

& Qutcome window within which the outcome lab test must occur

If a blackout period is specified, lab tests that occur for the given patient within that period are
ignored.

Patient death information is obtained both from this institution and by matching to the death
records of the Social Security Administration using SSHM.

If the study is based on a stored cohort, only patients from that cohort are included and only if
they meet other study criteria. Some cohorts have dates associated with the patient MRN's, If
the "utilize cohort dates" option is also selected, the initial lab test occurs after the patient's
cohort date.

User entered criteria are displayed in the "Criternia" tab of the output.

Outcomes:

The analytic considers the first value at enrollment, ignores any value in the blackout period, and
then considers the first success in the outcome window. If there is no success in the outcome
window, the last failure in the outcome window is chosen for the purpose of evaluation. Tests
subsequent to the outcome windows are ignored. Patients who have not had enough time to
experience the follow up time of the ocutcome window are considered censored. Censored
includes patients who die prior to the completion of the outcome window. Patients who are not
censored but do not have a subsequent test in the outcome window are considered lost to
follow up.
